Why can’t I walk my Elementary School child to his/her class?

Carpool drop-off is the safest and most efficient way to get your child to school 
on time. This also provides an opportunity for children to socialize and engage with peers.
Can I bring in fast food from outside for lunches?

Fast food from outside is not allowed for lunches.  The Temple Beth Am caterer offers an on-line ordering service for lunch delivery (www.kidzmealz.net).  Students may also bring a lunch from home.
Do lunches have to be kosher?

Lunches must be kosher style. Please don’t mix meat and cheese, or send pork or shellfish products.  We are an allergy-aware school and so all food must be nut free. 
What is P.A.T.I.O.?

Parent and Teacher Involvement Organization is a volunteer organization which encourages parents to become involved in the planning and organizing of special events throughout the school year.
As a working parent, how can I help support my child’s school?

Working parents can easily support our school by being an occasional volunteer (baking, phone calls, letter stuffing,). Any parent can join committees, such as for the book fair, annual auction, and others.
Is there a school newsletter?

Our newsletter, Chai Lights is emailed to parents every Friday and posted on our school management system at www.renweb.com. Chai Lights provides important announcements and a weekly calendar.  Additional information about school events and calendar are available on the School Information tab at www.renweb.com.
What is the best way to communicate with my child’s teacher?

Send a note in with your child or email the teacher (first initial and last name @tbam.org).  You can also call the school office and leave a message requesting that the teacher call you.
Does Beth Am Day School have after school activities and after school care?

The ASP (After School Program) is run by the Alper JCC on our campus.  They offer many specialty classes as well as a Snack & Study and full-time child care until 6:00 p.m. The Temple also offers a basketball program in our gym as well as classes in Fine Arts.
What is the earliest time I can drop off my child in the morning?
Students may be dropped off when the school office opens at 7:50 a.m. Outdoor patio supervision begins at 7:50 a.m.  
What are my options for paying tuition?

You may pay in full (one payment) which is due in July.  Another option is automatic withdrawals (either 2- or 10-payments) through an organization called FACTS.  Banking information must be supplied for automatic withdrawal.  Temple Beth Am accepts Visa, Mastercard , and American Express for tuition and fee payments.
What options are available if my child has learning differences or needs instructional support?

Learning specialists are available to support students through small group and individual instruction.  A variety of alternate and multi-sensory teaching strategies as well as computer technologies are used to best accommodate each child’s learning style.  There are additional fees for academic support services.
I’m not Jewish but wish to enroll my child.  How much Judaism is taught during the regular school day?
You do not have to be Jewish to attend the school.  However, all students must participate in the Hebrew/Judaic program.  Kindergarten students have 30 minutes of Hebrew and 1st through 5th graders have 50 minutes of Hebrew every day.  Judaics are also integrated into the general curriculum.  Many non-Jewish and interfaith families have enjoyed the program and felt welcomed at Temple Beth Am.
Does my child receive enrichment activities such as art, music and P.E.?
